Parliamentarian Nominations : GSC By-Laws


 All candidates for the Parliamentarian position shall meet the following qualifications for 
serving on the GSC Executive Committee: 


 A. Be at least a part-time graduate student at UNT in good academic standing (minimum 
CGPA of 3.0 as per UNT Graduate Catalog). 


 B. Provide proof of good academic standing in the form of an official or unofficial 
transcript from either the Registrar’s office or my.unt.edu.


 C. Executive Committee shall identify nominee(s) by issuing a call for applications to the 
entire graduate student body no later than the first full week of September. Nominees will 
be interviewed and a majority vote at an Executive Committee meeting shall determine 
the top nominee(s). In the event that no nominee is selected by the Executive Committee 
or no qualified applicant is identified, the President reserves the right to nominate a 
graduate student. After the selection of nominee(s), the process should then follow 
Section 4. 







Parliamentarian Elections 


Parliamentarian shall be confirmed by the Senators at the 
first Senate meeting of the fall semester. 
 A. In order to be confirmed, the candidate must receive a majority of votes 


 B. In cases where only one candidate is identified for the position, the candidate must 
receive a simple majority of votes (50 percent plus 1). 


 C. In the event that no candidates receive a simple majority of votes, then the Senate 
shall be empowered to nominate a candidate and the President shall confirm the 
nominee.

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Budget Report 2022-23 


 
GSC budget for 2021-22 was at $ 82,144.59/- and we have requested for $ 130,850/- for the 
year of 2022-23 to student services fee but as per the discussions from the previous budget 
meetings with the old GSC president the new budget has been approved for the year 2022-23. 
The approved budget for the 2022-23 is $ 66,039.59/- which is $ 16,105 cut in the budget when 
compared to last year’s budget. 


 This budget is allocated by considering all the suggestions and recommendations from all the 
departments and the SSF budgets requests received. All the requests are evaluated, and 
allocations have been made according to the priorities set forth by the committee.  The 
committee, the VP for Student Affairs, and President Smatresk, have approved the following, pending 
final approval by the Board of Regents in August 2022: 


• Hourly Wages: $26,880.00  
• Scholarships & Financial Aid: $20,000.00 
• Total SSF Allocation: $66,039.59 
• Total SSF budget allocation – Wages + Financial Aid = Appr amount left for spending 
• $66,039.59 - $26,880.00 + $20,000.00 = $ 19,159.59 


Communications & Utilities cut fully, $5,000 cut from travel, $10,000 of Materials & Supplies moved to 
Toulouse Writing Lab for dissertation bootcamps, & 15% cut from Printing & Reproduction. 


Given the current budget amount left for spending we are planning multiple events through out the year 
and want to be more focused on getting closer to graduate students through the events and we are also 
funding cross departmental events. 


Apart from the spending budget we do have Scholarships & Financial Aid of $20,000.00 which will be 
used as a travel grant for Graduate students and PHD student who are travelling to multiple locations 
for presenting the research work & publishing their work this grant has some slab of $500 per person.
